This project was co -organized by the teacher and student teams of Sichuan  University and Hong Kong Polytechic 

University. Pingbang village is isolated by a river. During rainy season s, children could not cross the river and grown -ups 

could  only wade across the river during low tides . The teams completed site surveys, investigat ion s, logistic arrangement 

and the gabion bridge design from May to November 2012. During the period from 17 to 24 Jan uary 2013 , together with 

the villagers, close to 40 professionals and students from Hong Kong and mainland universities built an around 24 -meter 

long footbridge for the 90 families . This is the 4th bridge sponsored by the Victoria Educational Organisation.

Site Location: Liudou Village, Heping Township, Pingbian County, Honghe State, Yunnan Province  

Sponsor: Bull Capita l Partners Limited  

 
This project was organized and completed by the team of The Chinese University of Hong Kong. With a population size 

of 720, the Liudou Village has 150 students walking half an hour to the primary school located adjacent to a main road 

every day. Villagers used to wade across the river through stepping stones. The team conducted the first investigation 

trip in November 2012 and co mpleted  the bridge design in December 2012. The bridge uses the frame of an abandoned 

truck as its main beam . On 18 January 2013, the team built the  10-metre bridge with the villagers, and retored a 

110-metre long  and 1.2m wide muddy road leading to the bridge.

Led by the Wu Zhi Qiao Research and Development Centre, this earth 

architecture research project started in 2011 and the first earth house 

was constucted in July 2012. The research findings will provide useful 

references to the related construction regulations and guidelines of 

the Ministry of Housing and Urban -Rural Development (MoHURD).  

 

The team is now working on the DIY house -building manual, planned 

to be released by the end of  2013, for future promotion and 

construction. Simultaneously, the team is tailor -making design layouts 

to  suit villagers' individuals' needs, assisting and guiding villagers to 

build their own earth houses in phases. The team also plans to 

mob ilise a volun teer team to construct earth houses for selected 

households this summer, so that they can learn and understand about 

earth architecture through  practice.  

 

Apart from earth houses, the team is conduct ing  an assessment on 

the need of a village centre. The vi llage centre is targetted at 

improving the living standards of the villagers, as well as serving as the 

first training base of earth architecture in China via the building itself 

as well as soft programmes including workshops and exhibitions.  

 

This project  is expected to complete by the end of 2013.
